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If you budget your money and 
live within your budget, 
you will be much more 
likely to:

v  Avoid excessive debt.

v  Build emergency and long-term 
savings accounts.

v  Take care of financial priorities such as 
housing, food, and transportation, 
rather than disproportionate spending 
on entertainment and dining out.

v  Establish regular investing habits in 
preparation for retirement.

v  Feel in control of your finances.

v  Understand your personal spending 
habits and eliminate wasteful 
expenditures.

v  Be in a position to take advantage of 
financial opportunities, whether it’s for 
something on sale at the store or a 
chance to greatly improve your 
investment portfolio.

v  Prevent many of the arguments 
spouses have with regards to spending 
and finances.

v  Make more than monthly minimum 
payments to credit accounts, including 
credit cards, mortgage, and auto loans.
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
